Bagan full day sightseeing to
Nyaung Oo Market, Shwezigon Pagoda - built
by King Anawrahta in the early 11th century

After lunch, continue to
Dhamanyangyi Temple was built by King
Narathu in 1167 (12th centaury) and not
finished but it displayed the finest brickwork
in Bagan; Manuha Temple - built by King
Manuhar from Thaton, Nanphaya and
Myinkabar Gubyaukgyi Temple - known for its
wall painting depicting scenes from the Jataka.

Bagan Temples
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Sale, Yoke Sone Monastery

Evening visit to Shwe Sandaw Pagoda to
watch the sunset scene over the Ayeyarwaddy
River. Dinner with Puppet Show at the local
restaurant. Overnight at hotel in Bagan,
Burma’s ancient city of Buddhist architectural
beauties.

Day-03: Bagan-Popa-Salay-Bagan (B/L/D)

Start your day with breakfast at the Hotel.
After breakfast, visit to Mount Popa, the abode
of nats(spirits), situated 40 miles southeast
of Bagan. Sightseeing Mount Popa and
environs. One may able to see the sunrise of
Bagan, and over 700 monks go on their rounds
for alms near Kyaukpadaung. Lunch at Popa
Mountain Resort where one could see the
panoramic view of the surrounding. The way
by the roadside can see the locals climbing up
the palm tree and making jaggery. Drive back

Buddha’s scriptures and Silk weaving home
cottage. Then proceed to Mandalay. Lunch at
the local restaurant. After lunch, continue to
Mandalay Palace, Shwenandaw Monastery -
noted for its exquisite wood carvings, Atumashi
Monastery, Kuthodaw Pagoda-known as the
world biggest book, and evening enjoy the
sunset view from the Mandalay Hill. Dinner at
the local restaurant and day end.

Day-05: Mandalay-Mingun-Mandalay
  (B/L/D)

Start your day with breakfast at the Hotel.
After breakfast, sighseeing and excursion with
boat trip to Mingun where the world largest
ringing bell exists. Tour highlights includes
Pathodawgyi Unfinished Pagoda, Mingun Bell,
Myatheindan Pagoda. Home of aged and
environs. Come back to Mandalay and lunch
at a local restaurant. After lunch, continue to
Mahamuni Image - a bronze Buddha Image
casting the lifetime of Buddha Himself; Gold
Leave Beating Workshop, Marble Carving
Workshop, Tapestry Workshop and Woods
Caving & Bronze Casting Workshops. Dinner at
local restaurant and overnight in Mandalay.

Day-06: Mandalay-Heho-Pindaya-Inle
  (B/L/D)

Start your day with breakfast at the Hotel.
After breakfast, leave Mandalay for

Mingun Bell, Sagaing

to Bagan. Dinner at local restaurant. Overnight
at hotel in Bagan.

Day-04: Bagan-Mandalay-Amarapura-
Mandalay (B/L/D)

Start your day with breakfast at the Hotel.
After breakfast, leave Bagan for Mandalay by
domestic flight. Arrive at airport and proceed
to Mandalay, the last Royal seat of Myanmar
Kings. On the way visit to Amarapura, an
ancient capital built by the advice of
astrologers and U Bein Bridge - 1.2 km long
over 200 years old wooden bridge;
Mahagandaryone Monastery, where one may
observe the daily life of the monks studying
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Heho by domestic flight. On arrival Heho,
continue excursion by road to Pindaya - a small
quiet town, famous for it’s thousand of Buddha
Images deposited inside the caves centuries
of years ago. Visit Pindaya caves, traditional
Shan paper making, pottery and umbrella making
villages. Lunch at local restaurant. After lunch,
proceed to Nyaung Shwe - a small town
located at the entrance of Lake Inle. And then
boat transfer to the hotel. Dinner and overnight
at the hotel in Inle Lake.

Day-07: Inle Lake (B/L/D)

SAfter breakfast at hotel, boat trip to Inle
Lake - the second biggest lake in Myanmar
famous for its unique leg rollers. Tour highlights
include visit to: Phaungdaw Oo Pagoda;
Inpawkhone Village - famous for its silk weaving
handlooms; Ngaphechaung Monastery - well
known because of jumping cats; traditional
ways of fishing; and floating gardens, Silk
Weaving Workshops, Cheroot Making
Workshops, Silverware Workshop, Sacred Robe
weaving from Lotus Fibre Workshops. Lunch
at restaurant.

Day-08: Inle Lake-Heho-Yangon (B/L/D)

Traditional Way of Fishing, Inle

Start your day with breakfast at the Hotel.
After breakfast, leave Inle for Heho by coach.
flight back to Yangon by domestic flight. Meet
& transfer to hotel. On the way visit to Loka
Chantha Abhayalabhamuni Buddha Image
(Marble Buddha) which is being carved from
over 600 tons white marble rock of 37 feet
long. Lunch at local restaurant. After lunch,
visit Myanmar famous Gems, Jade & Jewellery
workshop. Evening take a walk to China Town
where can see the many vendors along the
sidewalk & can buy the variety of Myanmar
products. Dinner at local restaurant. Overnight
at hotel in Yangon.

Day-09: Yangon Departure (B/L)

After breakfast at hotel, visit to Strand Jetty
- can see the daily life of the people along the
Yangon River; Mahapasana Cave where the
Buddhist Synods are held. Lunch at local
restaurant. After lunch, visit to Bogyoke
(Scott) Market, the largest market in Yangon
with time to browse among the hundreds of
stalls for souvenir bargains, arts & crafts
souvenir shopping center. Transfer to Yangon
International Airport for departure.
